Replacing Gircuit Board Assembly Part No. CP10495 or CP10435-2 and Adjusting the Start Speed.

Removing old Circuit Board Assembly from Contrel Base: Unplug unil from power supply.

Remove bottom Cover from unit, Loosen the Set Screw, if present, on the side of 1he Speed Conirel
Knob. Pull off the speed conirol knob. Loosen and remove 1/2" Jam Mut from Speed Polenomeler

Posl Pull Circuit Board Assembly oul of unit. Carefully lurn Clrcull Board over, and loosen the terminal
socrevwes and remove wire ends. Leave the Grean Ground Wires conneclted. For older circuit board models,
cui and strip 14" off the Black/Brown and While/Blue wiras.

Installing new Circuit Board Assembly into Control Base:

Remove 1/2" Jam Nul, if included, from new Circuit Board Assembly. Temporarally place Circuirl Board
into unit 1o determine correct anentation and proper fit, Flip Circuit Board over, Insen each wire end info
comesponding terminal and tighten terminal screw to secure wires as shown in Figure 1. Flip Circuit Board
back over and insert Speed Potentiometer Post through Control Base Hole. Install 127 Jam Mut onie
Speed Polentiometer Post and tighten, Turn Speed Potentiometer Knob fully counterclockwise unfil it
clicks to the oll position. Inserl Knob onio Speed Polenfiometer Post while aligning white marking with

the "OFF" decal. Tighten sel screw, if present, on the side of the Knob. Inspect all wires and insure

they are connecied properly

Adjusting minimum speed Trim Potentiometer: Turn Speed Poleniiomeier Knob fully counterdockwise
uniil it clicks to the "off” position. Crient unit with Circuit Board Assemibly so that Circuit board is facing up.
Connect unil 1o poveer supply with proper AC vollage: for GP10435 use 115 VAG, 60 Hz; for CP10495-2 use
230 VAL, 50Hz. Turn Spead Polentiomater just unill it clicks to the "on” posiiion. Inserl a fine pwalars
screwdriver into the Trim Polentiomeler slof, shown in Figure 2. Slowly Turn the screwdriver in either
dirscon unlil the desired starl spead is achisvad. Turn the Speed Polenbomeater o the off position and
disconnect unit from AC power supply. Replace the unil's botiom Cover,
